(Washington, DC) banished? productions unveils their contribution to the Suzan-Lori
Parks 365 days/365 plays Festival: an interactive modern penny-arcade machine hosted by Big Bear Café
at 1700 First Street NW, DC from October 8 — 14, 2007.

In November 2002, Pulitzer prize-winning playwright Suzan-Lori Parks sat down and committed
to writing a play a day for the next 365 days. The world premiere of this play cycle has been in a yearlong
national festival performed simultaneously in 14 major cities by theatre communities around the country.
Each participating organization is responsible for one week’s worth of plays and will interpret and
produce their seven plays in ways that reflect their own mission, audience and interests.

The concept for banished? Productions’ DC 365 Project is hugely playful and borrows liberally
from the Dadaist movement in its interpretation of its seven plays. The aim was to create a way of telling
stories — an age-old practice and intrinsic human need — using a method that expressed a complex, multi-
layered vision of the human being persevering in an irrevocably technological world.

Made entirely of found and salvaged materials, Ballades Mechanique (ver 1.0) is a Rube Goldberg-
inspired machine that fashions an individual sensory experience of the play for the audience member/user.
The user selects a story, thus activating the machine and the experience. The plays are primarily
performed with the assistance of digital video, which re-imagines the plays with animations and puppets,
creating an aural/visual accompanist to Suzan-Lori Parks’ rhythmically distinct and intensely succinct
writing. Video is also used to instruct the user on how to discover the stories that require the assistance of
the viewer, who manipulates hand cranks, buttons, foot pedals and such to dispense the stories.

Continuing its tradition of merging interrelated disciplines with theatre to craft a hybrid art form
banished? productions’ Ballades Mechaniques (ver 1.0) has been designed and pieced together
by Props Artisan and co-producer Niell DuVal. Concept for project and videos by Carmen C. Wong,
Videography by Cort Smith, Puppet design and crafts by Larissa Cyran, Visual Assistance by Levia Lew
and Electrical Assistance by Max Menna. Additional voices by Meera Narasimhan and Manoj Tiwari.

Ballades Mechanique (ver 1.0) runs October 8 — 14, 2007 at Big Bear Cafe, 1700 First Street,
NW Washington, DC, (1** & R Sts NW) in the flourishing Bloomingdale neighborhood. Pay-What-
